 Deuteronomy 20:1-4

 1"When you go out to battle against your enemies and see horses and chariots and people more numerous than you, do not be afraid of them; for the LORD your God, who brought you up from the land of Egypt, is with you.

 2"When you are approaching the battle, the priest shall come near and speak to the people.

 3"He shall say to them, 'Hear, O Israel, you are approaching the battle against your enemies today. Do not be fainthearted. Do not be afraid, or panic, or tremble before them,

 4for the LORD your God is the one who goes with you, to fight for you against your enemies, to save you.'

Lot (1486-lrwg) – 
       1. lot—pebbles used for systematically making decisions

       2. portion—thing assigned by casting lots; recompense, retribution

Leviticus 16:8

 8"Aaron shall cast lots for the two goats, one lot for the LORD and the other lot for the scapegoat.
Numbers 26:55-56
 55"But the land shall be divided by lot. They shall receive their inheritance according to the names of the tribes of their fathers.

 56"According to the selection by lot, their inheritance shall be divided between the larger and the smaller groups."
 Joshua 7:14 (10-15) 
 10So the LORD said to Joshua, "Rise up! Why is it that you have fallen on your face?

 11"Israel has sinned, and they have also transgressed My covenant which I commanded them. And they have even taken some of the things under the ban and have both stolen and deceived. Moreover, they have also put them among their own things.

 12"Therefore the sons of Israel cannot stand before their enemies; they turn their backs before their enemies, for they have become accursed. I will not be with you anymore unless you destroy the things under the ban from your midst.

 13"Rise up! Consecrate the people and say, 'Consecrate yourselves for tomorrow, for thus the LORD, the God of Israel, has said, "There are things under the ban in your midst, O Israel. You cannot stand before your enemies until you have removed the things under the ban from your midst."

 14'In the morning then you shall come near by your tribes. And it shall be that the tribe which the LORD takes by lot shall come near by families, and the family which the LORD takes shall come near by households, and the household which the LORD takes shall come near man by man.

 15'It shall be that the one who is taken with the things under the ban shall be burned with fire, he and all that belongs to him, because he has transgressed the covenant of the LORD, and because he has committed a disgraceful thing in Israel.'"

20Thus Samuel brought all the tribes of Israel near, and the tribe of Benjamin was taken by lot.

7Each man said to his mate, "Come, let us cast lots so we may learn on whose account this calamity has struck us " So they cast lots and the lot fell on Jonah.

 9according to the custom of the priestly office, he was chosen by lot to enter the temple of the Lord and burn incense.
Exodus 28:27-30

27"You shall make two rings of gold and put them on the bottom of the two shoulder pieces of the ephod, on the front of it close to the place where it is joined, above the skillfully woven band of the ephod.

 28"They shall bind the breastpiece by its rings to the rings of the ephod with a blue cord, so that it will be on the skillfully woven band of the ephod, and that the breastpiece will not come loose from the ephod.

 29"Aaron shall carry the names of the sons of Israel in the breastpiece of judgment over his heart when he enters the holy place, for a memorial before the LORD continually.

 30"You shall put in the breastpiece of judgment the Urim and the Thummim, and they shall be over Aaron's heart when he goes in before the LORD; and Aaron shall carry the judgment of the sons of Israel over his heart before the LORD continually.
Urim (224-eyrw) means "lights"

1. stones kept in a pouch on the high-priest's breastplate, used in determining God's decision in certain questions and issues
Thummim (8550-eymmt) means "perfection"

      1. stones provided for the means of achieving a sacred lot

          a. used with the Urim, the will of God was revealed
Numbers 27:18-21

 18So the LORD said to Moses, "Take Joshua the son of Nun, a man in whom is the Spirit, and lay your hand on him;

 19and have him stand before Eleazar the priest and before all the congregation, and commission him in their sight.

 20"You shall put some of your authority on him, in order that all the congregation of the sons of Israel may obey him.

 21"Moreover, he shall stand before Eleazar the priest, who shall inquire for him by the judgment of the Urim before the LORD. At his command they shall go out and at his command they shall come in, both he and the sons of Israel with him, even all the congregation."

                        DAY FOUR               
Exodus 17:8-16

8Then Amalek came and fought against Israel at Rephidim.

 9So Moses said to Joshua, "Choose men for us and go out, fight against Amalek Tomorrow I will station myself on the top of the hill with the staff of God in my hand."

 10Joshua did as Moses told him, and fought against Amalek; and Moses, Aaron, and Hur went up to the top of the hill.

 11So it came about when Moses held his hand up, that Israel prevailed, and when he let his hand down, Amalek prevailed.

 12But Moses' hands were heavy. Then they took a stone and put it under him, and he sat on it; and Aaron and Hur supported his hands, one on one side and one on the other. Thus his hands were steady until the sun set.

 13So Joshua overwhelmed Amalek and his people with the edge of the sword.

 14Then the LORD said to Moses, "Write this in a book as a memorial and recite it to Joshua, that I will utterly blot out the memory of Amalek from under heaven."

 15Moses built an altar and named it The LORD is My Banner;

 16and he said, "The LORD has sworn; the LORD will have war against Amalek from generation to generation."
Deuteronomy 25:17-19

 17"Remember what Amalek did to you along the way when you came out from Egypt,

 18how he met you along the way and attacked among you all the stragglers at your rear when you were faint and weary; and he did not fear God.

 19"Therefore it shall come about when the LORD your God has given you rest from all your surrounding enemies, in the land which the LORD your God gives you as an inheritance to possess, you shall blot out the memory of Amalek from under heaven; you must not forget.
