Behavior (anastrophe) manner of life, conduct, behavior, deportment


Submit or submissive (hupotasso) means to submit to one's control; to yield to one's admonition or advice;  It is a Greek military term meaning "to arrange in a military fashion under the command of a leader". In non-military use, it was "a voluntary attitude of giving in, cooperating, assuming responsibility, and carrying a burden".
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
