1. The law and the Spirit  
A. According to Romans 8:1-4, why is there no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus?

B. Read Galatians 5:13-18, and record what you learn about the law and the Spirit. 
Consider…
Are you seeking to live by the law or be led by the Spirit? 

2.  Our Mind set…

A. In Romans 8:5-8, Paul now contrasts two very different mind sets.  Record the result of each.

B. How can these verses help us understand our mindset?

Galatians 5:19-25

Colossians 3:1-4

Consider…
What is your mind fixed on the things of earth or the things above?  How do you know?

3. Those who have the Spirit…are under obligation…
A. According to Romans 8:9-11, what is the benefit of the Holy Spirit?

B. According to Romans 8:12-14, what do we “owe” the Holy Spirit?

Consider…
Are you paying your debt—of putting sinful deeds to death?

4. Adopted…

A. What does Romans 8:15-21 tell us about those who are called the sons of God?

B. What does Paul write in Galatians 3:26-4:7 about the sons of God?

Consider…
Write a prayer of thanks for your adoption.

5.  Groanings…

A. In Romans 8:22-27, what do these verses tell us about who groans and why?
B. If you have not done so, describe how the Holy Spirit helps us, according verses 26-27.

Consider…
Read Psalm 139:1-16 and consider all God knows about you.  Amazing this isn’t!  Pray through this psalm giving praise and thanks to God.  You may want to write out your prayer.

FYI—The gospel Paul preached, justification by faith alone, was under siege.  While many directly opposed this gospel, others twisted it to suit their own preferences.  The Judaizers said salvation might be by grace but the believer is “kept” by the law.  


Eager to prove the gospel’s power to save and sanctify both Jew and Gentile, Paul, like a wise lawyer, calls the gospel to the witness stand and examines it from every angle. The result is the book of Romans.	
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
