For a New Testament Letter

Always begin your study time in prayer; asking the Spirit to guide and teach you.

1  What does it say?

The Letter
· Read the entire letter to become familiar with the content.

      Record your first impressions.

· Read it again noting what is said about the author and recipients. 
Make a list of what you learn.

Also, what you learn about the historical setting and the purpose of the letter.

The Chapters

· Reread the letter, a chapter at a time.
· Ask questions about each chapter or paragraph within it, such as: (5Ws & H) 


Who is in it?


Where are they?


What is happening?

When is it happening?

How does it happen?     

      Why does it happen?

· Circle words and phrases that are repeated and important to understanding the text.

Make a list of what you learn.
Asking questions of the bible…leads to finding answers in it.
2  What does it means?
· Look up the meanings of difficult words.

· Read other scriptures that relate to the key points.

· When determining the meaning, keep in mind the context, literary style, and purpose.
You can’t know what it means…if you don’t know what it says!

Correct interpretation follows careful observation.
3   So what?

· Ask yourself:  Are there commands or biblical principles?   

What will it take to obey them?  What does it mean if I won’t?
· Mediate on what you have learned.

· Memorize verses that have particular importance to you.  

         Draw a star in the margin to draw attention to them.
Studying the bible isn’t to gain knowledge.  It is to live a transformed life!
