         DAY TWO


Exodus 25:8-22

 8"Let them construct a sanctuary for Me, that I may dwell among them.

 9"According to all that I am going to show you, as the pattern of the tabernacle and the pattern of all its furniture, just so you shall construct it.

 10"They shall construct an ark of acacia wood two and a half cubits long, and one and a half cubits wide, and one and a half cubits high.

 11"You shall overlay it with pure gold, inside and out you shall overlay it, and you shall make a gold molding around it.

 12"You shall cast four gold rings for it and fasten them on its four feet, and two rings shall be on one side of it and two rings on the other side of it.

 13"You shall make poles of acacia wood and overlay them with gold.

 14"You shall put the poles into the rings on the sides of the ark, to carry the ark with them.

 15"The poles shall remain in the rings of the ark; they shall not be removed from it.

 16"You shall put into the ark the testimony which I shall give you.

 17"You shall make a mercy seat of pure gold, two and a half cubits long and one and a half cubits wide.

 18"You shall make two cherubim of gold, make them of hammered work at the two ends of the mercy seat.

 19"Make one cherub at one end and one cherub at the other end; you shall make the cherubim of one piece with the mercy seat at its two ends.

 20"The cherubim shall have their wings spread upward, covering the mercy seat with their wings and facing one another; the faces of the cherubim are to be turned toward the mercy seat.

 21"You shall put the mercy seat on top of the ark, and in the ark you shall put the testimony which I will give to you.

 22"There I will meet with you; and from above the mercy seat, from between the two cherubim which are upon the ark of the testimony, I will speak to you about all that I will give you in commandment for the sons of Israel.

 Exodus 29:42-43

42"It shall be a continual burnt offering throughout your generations at the doorway of the tent of meeting before the LORD, where I will meet with you, to speak to you there.

 43"I will meet there with the sons of Israel, and it shall be consecrated by My glory

Exodus 40:34-35

34Then the cloud covered the tent of meeting, and the glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle.

 35Moses was not able to enter the tent of meeting because the cloud had settled on it, and the glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle.
Numbers 10:33-36

33Thus they set out from the mount of the LORD three days' journey, with the ark of the covenant of the LORD journeying in front of them for the three days, to seek out a resting place for them.

 34The cloud of the LORD was over them by day when they set out from the camp.

 35Then it came about when the ark set out that Moses said,       

"Rise up, O LORD!          
And let Your enemies be scattered,          
And let those who hate You flee before You."

 36When it came to rest, he said,          
"Return, O LORD,          
To the myriad thousands of Israel."

Joshua 3:1-17

 1Then Joshua rose early in the morning; and he and all the sons of Israel set out from Shittim and came to the Jordan, and they lodged there before they crossed.

 2At the end of three days the officers went through the midst of the camp;

 3and they commanded the people, saying, "When you see the ark of the covenant of the LORD your God with the Levitical priests carrying it, then you shall set out from your place and go after it.

 4"However, there shall be between you and it a distance of about 2,000 cubits by measure. Do not come near it, that you may know the way by which you shall go, for you have not passed this way before."

 5Then Joshua said to the people, "Consecrate yourselves, for tomorrow the LORD will do wonders among you."

 6And Joshua spoke to the priests, saying, "Take up the ark of the covenant and cross over ahead of the people." So they took up the ark of the covenant and went ahead of the people.

 7Now the LORD said to Joshua, "This day I will begin to exalt you in the sight of all Israel, that they may know that just as I have been with Moses, I will be with you.

 8"You shall, moreover, command the priests who are carrying the ark of the covenant, saying, 'When you come to the edge of the waters of the Jordan, you shall stand still in the Jordan.'"

 9Then Joshua said to the sons of Israel, "Come here, and hear the words of the LORD your God."

 10Joshua said, "By this you shall know that the living God is among you, and that He will assuredly dispossess from before you the Canaanite, the Hittite, the Hivite, the Perizzite, the Girgashite, the Amorite, and the Jebusite.

 11"Behold, the ark of the covenant of the Lord of all the earth is crossing over ahead of you into the Jordan.

 12"Now then, take for yourselves twelve men from the tribes of Israel, one man for each tribe.

 13"It shall come about when the soles of the feet of the priests who carry the ark of the LORD, the Lord of all the earth, rest in the waters of the Jordan, the waters of the Jordan will be cut off, and the waters which are flowing down from above will stand in one heap."

 14So when the people set out from their tents to cross the Jordan with the priests carrying the ark of the covenant before the people,

 15and when those who carried the ark came into the Jordan, and the feet of the priests carrying the ark were dipped in the edge of the water (for the Jordan overflows all its banks all the days of harvest),

 16the waters which were flowing down from above stood and rose up in one heap, a great distance away at Adam, the city that is beside Zarethan; and those which were flowing down toward the sea of the Arabah, the Salt Sea, were completely cut off. So the people crossed opposite Jericho.

 17And the priests who carried the ark of the covenant of the LORD stood firm on dry ground in the middle of the Jordan while all Israel crossed on dry ground, until all the nation had finished crossing the Jordan.
Joshua 6:1-10, 15-16, 20

1Now Jericho was tightly shut because of the sons of Israel; no one went out and no one came in.

 2The LORD said to Joshua, "See, I have given Jericho into your hand, with its king and the valiant warriors.

 3"You shall march around the city, all the men of war circling the city once. You shall do so for six days.

 4"Also seven priests shall carry seven trumpets of rams' horns before the ark; then on the seventh day you shall march around the city seven times, and the priests shall blow the trumpets.

 5"It shall be that when they make a long blast with the ram's horn, and when you hear the sound of the trumpet, all the people shall shout with a great shout; and the wall of the city will fall down flat, and the people will go up every man straight ahead."

 6So Joshua the son of Nun called the priests and said to them, "Take up the ark of the covenant, and let seven priests carry seven trumpets of rams' horns before the ark of the LORD."

 7Then he said to the people, "Go forward, and march around the city, and let the armed men go on before the ark of the LORD."

 8And it was so, that when Joshua had spoken to the people, the seven priests carrying the seven trumpets of rams' horns before the LORD went forward and blew the trumpets; and the ark of the covenant of the LORD followed them.

 9The armed men went before the priests who blew the trumpets, and the rear guard came after the ark, while they continued to blow the trumpets.

 10But Joshua commanded the people, saying, "You shall not shout nor let your voice be heard nor let a word proceed out of your mouth, until the day I tell you, 'Shout!' Then you shall shout!"

 15Then on the seventh day they rose early at the dawning of the day and marched around the city in the same manner seven times; only on that day they marched around the city seven times.

 16At the seventh time, when the priests blew the trumpets, Joshua said to the people, "Shout! For the LORD has given you the city.

 20So the people shouted, and priests blew the trumpets; and when the people heard the sound of the trumpet, the people shouted with a great shout and the wall fell down flat, so that the people went up into the city, every man straight ahead, and they took the city.
Deuteronomy 31:24-26

 24It came about, when Moses finished writing the words of this law in a book until they were complete,

 25that Moses commanded the Levites who carried the ark of the covenant of the LORD, saying,

 26"Take this book of the law and place it beside the ark of the covenant of the LORD your God, that it may remain there as a witness against you.
Deuteronomy 10:1-5

 1"At that time the LORD said to me, 'Cut out for yourself two tablets of stone like the former ones, and come up to Me on the mountain, and make an ark of wood for yourself.

 2'I will write on the tablets the words that were on the former tablets which you shattered, and you shall put them in the ark.'

 3"So I made an ark of acacia wood and cut out two tablets of stone like the former ones, and went up on the mountain with the two tablets in my hand.

 4"He wrote on the tablets, like the former writing, the Ten Commandments which the LORD had spoken to you on the mountain from the midst of the fire on the day of the assembly; and the LORD gave them to me.

 5"Then I turned and came down from the mountain and put the tablets in the ark which I had made; and there they are, as the LORD commanded me."
Hebrews 9:4

 4having a golden altar of incense and the ark of the covenant covered on all sides with gold, in which was a golden jar holding the manna, and Aaron's rod which budded, and the tables of the covenant;

Genesis 10:6, 13-14

 6The sons of Ham were Cush and Mizraim and Put and Canaan.
 13Mizraim became the father of Ludim and Anamim and Lehabim and Naphtuhim

 14and Pathrusim and Casluhim (from which came the Philistines) and Caphtorim.
Genesis 21:32-34

 32So they made a covenant at Beersheba; and Abimelech and Phicol, the commander of his army, arose and returned to the land of the Philistines.

 33Abraham planted a tamarisk tree at Beersheba, and there he called on the name of the LORD, the Everlasting God.

 34And Abraham sojourned in the land of the Philistines for many days.

Exodus 13:17

Now when Pharaoh had let the people go, God did not lead them by the way of the land of the Philistines, even though it was near; for God said, "The people might change their minds when they see war, and return to Egypt."
 Exodus 23:28-33

28"I will send hornets ahead of you so that they will drive out the Hivites, the Canaanites, and the Hittites before you.

 29"I will not drive them out before you in a single year, that the land may not become desolate and the beasts of the field become too numerous for you.

 30"I will drive them out before you little by little, until you become fruitful and take possession of the land.

 31"I will fix your boundary from the Red Sea to the sea of the Philistines, and from the wilderness to the River Euphrates; for I will deliver the inhabitants of the land into your hand, and you will drive them out before you.

 32"You shall make no covenant with them or with their gods.

 33"They shall not live in your land, because they will make you sin against Me; for if you serve their gods, it will surely be a snare to you."

Joshua 13:1-3

 1Now Joshua was old and advanced in years when the LORD said to him, "You are old and advanced in years, and very much of the land remains to be possessed.

 2"This is the land that remains: all the regions of the Philistines and all those of the Geshurites;

 3from the Shihor which is east of Egypt, even as far as the border of Ekron to the north (it is counted as Canaanite); the five lords of the Philistines: the Gazite, the Ashdodite, the Ashkelonite, the Gittite, the Ekronite; and the Avvite.

Judges 10:6-11

 6Then the sons of Israel again did evil in the sight of the LORD, served the Baals and the Ashtaroth, the gods of Aram, the gods of Sidon, the gods of Moab, the gods of the sons of Ammon, and the gods of the Philistines; thus they forsook the LORD and did not serve Him.

 7The anger of the LORD burned against Israel, and He sold them into the hands of the Philistines and into the hands of the sons of Ammon.

 8They afflicted and crushed the sons of Israel that year; for eighteen years they afflicted all the sons of Israel who were beyond the Jordan in Gilead in the land of the Amorites.

 9The sons of Ammon crossed the Jordan to fight also against Judah, Benjamin, and the house of Ephraim, so that Israel was greatly distressed.

 10Then the sons of Israel cried out to the LORD, saying, "We have sinned against You, for indeed, we have forsaken our God and served the Baals."

 11The LORD said to the sons of Israel, "Did I not deliver you from the Egyptians, the Amorites, the sons of Ammon, and the Philistines?
Judges 14:1-4

 1Then Samson went down to Timnah and saw a woman in Timnah, one of the daughters of the Philistines.

 2So he came back and told his father and mother, "I saw a woman in Timnah, one of the daughters of the Philistines; now therefore, get her for me as a wife."

 3Then his father and his mother said to him, "Is there no woman among the daughters of your relatives, or among all our people, that you go to take a wife from the uncircumcised Philistines?" But Samson said to his father, "Get her for me, for she looks good to me."

 4However, his father and mother did not know that it was of the LORD, for He was seeking an occasion against the Philistines. Now at that time the Philistines were ruling over Israel
Judges 16:30

 30And Samson said, "Let me die with the Philistines!" And he bent with all his might so that the house fell on the lords and all the people who were in it. So the dead whom he killed at his death were more than those whom he killed in his life.

DAY FOUR               
Tumors-hemorrhoid
Broke out-to burst out, break out; it refers to skin eruptions of some kind, possibly boils, tumors, etc. that burst out and appear quickly on one’s skin.

Numbers 4:1-4, 15-20

1Then the LORD spoke to Moses and to Aaron, saying,

 2"Take a census of the descendants of Kohath from among the sons of Levi, by their families, by their fathers' households,

 3from thirty years and upward, even to fifty years old, all who enter the service to do the work in the tent of meeting.

 4"This is the work of the descendants of Kohath in the tent of meeting, concerning the most holy things.

 15"When Aaron and his sons have finished covering the holy objects and all the furnishings of the sanctuary, when the camp is to set out, after that the sons of Kohath shall come to carry them, so that they will not touch the holy objects and die. These are the things in the tent of meeting which the sons of Kohath are to carry.

 16"The responsibility of Eleazar the son of Aaron the priest is the oil for the light and the fragrant incense and the continual grain offering and the anointing oil--the responsibility of all the tabernacle and of all that is in it, with the sanctuary and its furnishings."

 17Then the LORD spoke to Moses and to Aaron, saying,

 18"Do not let the tribe of the families of the Kohathites be cut off from among the Levites.

 19"But do this to them that they may live and not die when they approach the most holy objects: Aaron and his sons shall go in and assign each of them to his work and to his load;

 20but they shall not go in to see the holy objects even for a moment, or they will die."
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
