     Lesson 2
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Colossians 1:1--2:3
The goal for this lesson is to understand the message of the gospel, to learn from Paul’s example of prayer and to gain true knowledge of God’s mystery. Complete one numbered bullet a day for four days as you carefully consider God’s word.

Start your study time with prayer, asking God to open your eyes that you may behold the wonderful things from His word (Psalm 119:18 paraphrased)
1. Read through Colossians 1:1-23 noting what Paul writes about the GOSPEL.  

Record what you learn in your journal.

A. Now, let’s look at some cross-references to learn more about the gospel.  

Read Romans 1:16-17 and 1 Corinthians 15:1-4.  Add what you learn to your journal.

B. Write a brief summary what of you have learned, so you could explain the message of 

the gospel to someone.

C. Look back through what you have read and note the effect the gospel had in the lives of the believers in Colossae.  Now consider, how has the gospel affected your life?  

Record your insights.

2. Read through Colossians 1:3-14 to noting the words praying and pray.  

A. Record what you learn about PRAYER that answers to the 5 Ws & H.

 Such as:  WHO is Paul praying for?    WHEN is he praying?    HOW does he pray?  

                WHAT does he pray for?     WHY?                          WHERE is he praying?

B. How can you apply what you learn in these verses in your prayer life?

3. Read Colossians 1:25--2:3. How would you complete this sentence:  

The mystery is ______________________________________________________.

A. Read Colossians 1:15-20.  Record everything you learn about who JESUS CHRIST is 
and what He does.
B. Let’s look at some cross-references to see how they compare with what Paul is saying:  John 1:1-5, 14-18, Ephesians 1:18-23, and Hebrews 1:1-3

Add what you learn about Christ to the list in your journal.

C. Read back through your list about Jesus.  Why do we need to know and believe these truths?  
Record your insights.
Suggestion:  Put a question mark by words or phrases that you don’t understand.  Look up their meanings 
                        in a dictionary or go to a website such as studylight.org to look up the Greek word and its meaning.
4. Finally, take a few minutes to read through your journal and reflect on all you have learned.  What affect will knowing these truths have on your life?  Record your insights.
Conclude your time with prayer, asking for help to apply the truths you have learned to your life.
