Where do we go from here?
…In the last days you will clearly understand…  Jeremiah 23:20

In the last days… the rapture…the day of the Lord…

Should we be concerned??  Is “the end near” or just nearer?  

Let’s look at what God has to say about these days.  
In the last days, God has…
1. Remember in our lesson on the Holy Spirit when we read Acts 2?  Here Peter quotes Joel 2 to explain to the men in Jerusalem what had just happened.  Read Acts 2:16-21 and note the time references in the beginning and end of the passage and record what you learn about each.

2. Now turn to Hebrews 1:1-4.  What do these verses tell us about the last days?

3. Although the phrase “in the last days” in not used, read the following passages and record how they relate to Acts 2 and Hebrews 1.

a. Hebrews 9:24-28

b. Hebrews 10:11-18 (Jeremiah 31:31-34)

c. 1 Peter 1:20-21

In the last days, we should…

How should we respond to God speaking to us through Jesus, according to Hebrews 12:25-29?

In the last days, difficult times will come…

1. Read and record what you learn about men.

2 Timothy 3:1-9 (Be sure to note what is said about love and truth)

2. According to 2 Timothy 3:13-17, how can we not be deceived by evil men? 

3. Read 2 Peter chapter 3.  

a. What does Peter what the reader to remember, according to verses 1-2?

b. What does Peter write about the last days in verses 3-4?

c. What escapes their notice about God, according to verses 5-9?

d. What do we learn about the day of the Lord, in verse 10-13?

e. Therefore, how then should we live, according to verses 14-18?

Consider your life…
What evidence do you see in our world that we are in the last days?  
The coming of the Lord…
1. Read 1 Thessalonians 4:13-18 and record what you learn about being caught up and meeting the Lord.

2. Now read 1 Corinthians 15:51-54 and record what you learn.

The day of the Lord will come…
1. Read 1 Thessalonians 5:1-11 and the answer the following questions.

a. What does Paul write about the day of the Lord in verses 1-3?
b. Why should the day not overtake us like a thief?
2. Read 2 Thessalonians 2:1-12 and answer the following questions.

a. According to verse 3, what will happen before the day of the Lord comes?

b. What do you learn about the man of lawlessness in verses 4-9?

c. What will happen to those who do not love the truth?

The end of the age…

We will end our study by looking at Matthew 24.  Here Jesus answers His disciples’ questions, “what will be the sign of Your coming, and the end of the age?” 

1. What does Jesus tell his disciples will happen before the end comes in verses 3-14?

2. According to verses 15-25, what will happen when you see the ABOMINATION OF DESOLATION?  (Follow the “then” trail in verses 16, 21, and 23)

3. According to verses 29-31, what will happen immediately after the tribulation of those days?

 (How does this relate to Acts 2:20, 1 Thessalonians 4:16 and 1 Corinthians 15:52, that we looked at earlier?)

4. From verses 36-41, how will the coming of the Son of Man be like the days of Noah?

5. What warning does Jesus give His disciples in verses 42-44?

6. What is the point of the parable in verses 45-51?
