2 SAMUEL/ 1 CHRONICLES

March 24 and 26, 2009

REVIEW:  When we last left David and Saul in 1 Samuel what was happening?

This week we studied a chapter a day for 5 days, 5 chapters.

In CH 1, David is in Ziklag and a young man comes with news from the battle.  What does he tell David?

V4…Saul and Jonathan his son are dead…

V10…I stood beside him and killed him…I took the crown which was on his head and the bracelet which was on his arm, and have brought them here to my lord.
David goes on to question the young man and then had him killed.  Why David do that?

V16 David said to him, “Your blood is on your head, for your mouth has testified against you, saying, ‘I have killed the LORD’s anointed.’”
Why might the young man have told David what he did?  What lesson is there for us?

Did what David say about Saul, surprise you in any way?

CH 2—what do we learn about David in this chapter?

V1…David inquired of the LORD

V3 And David brought up his men who were with him, each with his household; and they lived in the cities of Hebron.
Why Hebron?  What did we learn about that city from our cross-references (D2Q4)?

Genesis 13:18  Abraham moved his tent and came and dwelt by the oaks of Mamre, which are in Hebron and there he built and altar to the LORD

Genesis 23:2 Sarah died in Kiriath-arba (that is Hebron)

Joshua 21:8 Now the sons of Israel gave by lot to the Levites…

V11Kiriath-arba, Arba being the father of Anak (that is , Hebron)

V13 So to the sons of Aaron the priest they gave Hebron, the city of refuge for the manslayer…
V4 Then the men of Judah came and there anointed David king over the house of Judah.

But what about Ish-bosheth, Saul remaining son?

V8 /but Abner… V9 make him king over …all Israel

V10…was 40 years old when he became king…and was king for two years.

The rest of the chapter tells us about a specific event during a battle in Gibeon and then generally about the battle.
What happened during that battle?

V19 Asahel pursued Abner and did not turn to the right or to the left from following Abner

V21…Abner said to him, “turn to your right or to your left…but Asahel was not willing to turn aside from following him.

V22Abner repeated again…turn aside from following me…

V23 However, he refused to turn aside; therefore Abner struck him in the belly with the butt end of the spear…he fell there and died on the spot.

V30 Then Joab returned from following Abner; when he had gathered all the people together, 19 of David’s servants besides Asahel were missing.

V31…But the servants of David…struck down Abner’s men, so that 360 men died.

CH 3 Abner sends and asks David to make a covenant with him.  Why?  What happens to make him decide to leave Ish-bosheth?

V7 Now Saul had a concubine whose name was Rizpah…and Ish-bosheth said to Abner, “Why have you gone in to my father’s concubine?”

V8 Then Abner was very angry over the words of Ish-bosheth…I show kindness to the house of Saul…and have not delivered you into the hands of David; and yet today you charge me with a guilt concerning the women.
Abner and Ish-bosheth part ways because of a concubine and David’s request before making a covenant with Abner is that Michel is brought to him. 

What was the big deal about the concubine? 
2 Samuel 16 Absalom was advised to go into his father’s concubines, then all Israel will know he has made himself odious to his father and the hands of all who are with him will also be strengthened

1 Kings 2 King Solomon considers the request for his father’s concubine equivalent of asking for the kingdom

David and Abner meet and Abner leaves in peace.  Joab returns from a raid and hears of David and Abner’s meeting.  He does not like it.  What does Joab do?

V26…he sent messengers after Abner, and they brought him back…but David did not know of it

V27 So when Abner returned to Hebron, Joab took him aside into the middle of the gate…and struck him in the belly so that he died on account of the blood of Asahel.

Was it right for Joab and Abishai to kill Abner? (D3, Q3a)

What was David response to Abner’s death?

V28…I and my kingdom are innocent before the LORD forever of the blood of Abner…

V29 May it fall on the head of Joab and on all his father’s house…

V35…David vowed…may God do so to me, and more also if I tasted bread…before the sun goes down

V37 all the people and all Israel understood that day that it had not been the will of the king to put Abner…to death

V38 The king said to his servants, “Do you not know that a prince and a great man has fallen…

V39 …May the LORD repay the evildoer according to his evil.
CH 4, following Abner’s death, what happens to Ish-bosheth?

V1…he lost all courage…

V5…sons of Rimmon…Rechab and Baanah, departed and came to the house of  Ish-bosheth…

V6  they came to the middle of the house as if to get wheat, and they stuck him in the belly;

V7…they killed him and beheaded him

V8 Then they brought the head of Ish-bosheth to David
What was David’s response to their actions?

V12…David commanded the young men, and they killed them and cut off their hands and feet and hung them up beside the pool in Hebron.

Why does David say…”shall I not require his blood from your hand”?  What do we learn in the cross-references about God’s commands regarding murder?
Genesis 9:6 Whoever sheds man’s blood, 

By man his blood shall be shed, 

For in the image of God 

He made man,

Exodus 20:13  You shall not murder

Leviticus 24:17 If a man takes the life of any human being, he shall surely be put to death

Numbers 35:31…you shall not take ransom for the life of a murderer who is guilty of death but he shall surely be put to death

V33 So you shall not pollute the land in which you are; for blood pollutes the land and no expiation can be made for the land for the blood that is shed on it, except by the blood of him who shed it.
Although David had the young Amalekite killed who claimed to kill Saul and he had the sons of Rimmon killed who killed Ish-bosheth, what did he do in regard to Joab who killed Abner?

CH 5-David is anointed king over all Israel.  What do we learn about that time?

V1 all the tribes of Israel came to David…

V2…you were the one who led Israel out and in.  And the LORD said to you, You will shepherd My people Israel, and you will be a ruler over Israel.

V3…all the elders of Israel came…and King David made a covenant with them before the LORD at Hebron; then they anointed David king over Israel.
After David was king over all Israel, he and his men captured Jerusalem from the Jebusites.

What did we learn from the cross-references about these people?

Exodus 23:23 For My angel will go before you and bring you in the land of the …Jebusites, and I will completely destroy them

V24 You shall not worship their gods, nor serve them, nor do according to their deeds; but you shall utterly overthrow them
Joshua 15:63…the sons of Judah could not drive them out, so the Jebusites live with the sons of Judah at Jerusalem until this day

Judges 1:21 But the sons of Benjamin did not drive out the Jebusites who lived in Jerusalem…
In the final verses of CH 5, the Philistines hearing David is now king over Israel, come up to seek him out.  What does David do?

V19 Then David inquired of the LORD…

V23 When David inquired of the LORD…

V25 Then David did so, just as the LORD had commanded him… 
David is made king over all Israel, about 20 years after he was anointed by Samuel.  What can we learn from his actions both toward the LORD and the people?
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
