Review:  In 2 Samuel 1-5, what do we learn about David?

CH 1 David mourned Saul’s death  CH 2 David anointed king over Judah

CH 3 Abner killed  CH 4 Ish-bosheth killed  CH 5 David made king over all Israel
The ark of God

Remember in 1 Samuel 4 when Israel was defeated before the Philistines and the people with the elders decided to get the ark of the covenant and bring it into camp.  

Do you remember what happened to it?  

1 Samuel 4:11 the ark was taken and Hophni and Phinehas, died
What happened while the Philistines had it?

1 Samuel 5:2…the Philistines took the ark of God and brought it to the house of Dagon 



      6…the hand of the LORD was heavy…He ravages them and smote them with tumors…
The Philistines decided it would be best to send the ark home to Israel, so they load it up on a cart led by two milch cows.  The cows led the ark back to Israel.  What happened then?

1 Samuel 6:19 He struck down some of the men…because they had looked in it

             

         21 …they sent messengers to Kiriath-jearim…come and take the ark…

             

     7:1…the men…brought it into the house of Abinadab…and consecrated Eleazer 

his son to keep the ark of the LORD
Now, many years have passed and David wants to bring the ark to Jerusalem.  

What happens in 2 Samuel 6:1-11?

V3 they placed the ark of God on a new cart…

V6 But when they came to the threshing floor…Uzzah reached out…and took hold of it…

V7 the anger of the LORD burned against Uzzah…God struck him down…and he died…

V8 David became angry because of the LORD’s outburst against Uzzah

V9 So David was afraid of the Lord that day….

V10 David was unwilling to move the ark of the LORD…took it aside to the house of Obed-edom
What more insight about this event do we get from 1 Chronicles 13?

V1…David consulted…even with every leader.
V2…if it seems good to you, and if it is from the LORD our God, let us send everywhere to our kinsmen…also to the priests and Levites… that they may meet with us
V3…let us bring back the ark of our God to us, for we did not seek it in the days of Saul.

V4…all the assembly said that they would do so, for the thing was right in the eyes of all the people
In 2 Samuel 6:12-23 and in 1 Chronicles 15, what do we learn about David’s 2nd attempt to move the ark?  

Why was this attempt successful?
2 Samuel 6:13…when the bearers of the ark of the LORD had gone six paces…

1 Chronicles 15:2…No one is to carry the ark of God but the Levites; for the LORD chose them to carry the ark and to minister to Him forever.

V12…Levities, consecrate yourselves both you and your relatives, that you may bring up the ark…
V13 Because you did not carry it at the first, the LORD our God made an outburst on us, for we did not seek Him according to the ordinance.
V26 Because God was helping the Levites who were carrying the ark of the covenant of the LORD…
What “LFL” can we learn from this Ark moving event? (page 18)

Even if all the people think it is right…it is not right unless it is by the word of God

ARK-failed attempt—on cart, touched, Uzzah died-not seek Him according to the ordinances

         successful attempt—carried by Levites-God was helping the Levites
Michal

What was Michal’s complaint?  
2 Samuel 6:16…Michal the daughter of Saul…looked out of the window and saw King David leaping and dancing before the LORD; and she despised him in her heart

V20…Michal the daughter of Saul came out to meet David…”How the king of Israel distinguished himself today!  He uncovered himself today in the eyes of his servants’ maid as one of the foolish ones shamelessly uncovers himself!”

Was she justified? Was David dressed or acting inappropriately?
What lesson is there for us here?

Don’t judge by appearance;

Celebrate before God, even if others don’t like your actions
Houses

2 Samuel 7:1 we read…the king lived in his house and the LORD had given him rest on every side from all his enemies…David goes on to point out to Nathan that he dwell in a house of cedar, but the ark of the God dwells within tent curtains.
What message does God give Nathan for David?

V11…the LORD will make a house for you.

V12…I will raise up your descendant after you, who will come forth from you, and I will establish his kingdom

V13 he shall build a house for My name, and I will establish the throne of his kingdom forever
V16 your house and your kingdom shall endure before Me forever; your throne shall be established forever.

How does David respond to being told he is not to build the house for the ark of the LORD?

V18 Then David the king went in and sat before the LORD, and he said, “Who am I….what is my house…

V22…You are great, O Lord God; for there is none like You, there is no God besides You…

V24….You have established for Yourself Your people Israel as Your own people forever and You, O Lord, have become their God

V29…may it please you to bless the house of Your servant, that it may continue forever before Your.  For you, O Lord GOD have spoken; and with Your blessing may the house of Your servant be blessed forever.
How does the promise in 2 Samuel 7, compare with the cross-references we looked at on page 22-23?

2 Chronicles 13:5

 The LORD God of Israel gave the rule over Israel forever to David and his sons by a covenant of salt

2 Chronicles 21:7 Yet the LORD was not willing to destroy the house of David because of the covenant which He had made with David, since He had promised to give a lamp to him and his sons forever

Psalm 89

V28 My lovingkindness I will keep for him forever,

       And My covenant shall be confirmed to him

V29 So I will establish his descendants forever

       And his throne as the day of heaven.
V33 But I will not break off My lovingkindness from him

       Nor deal falsely in My faithfulness
Jeremiah 33:14…I will fulfill the good word which I have spoken concerning the house of Israel and…Judah

V15…I will cause a righteous Branch of David to spring forth…He shall execute justice and righteousness…
V20…if you can break My covenant for the day…the night, so…day and night will not be at their appointed time

V21 then My covenant may also be broken with David
HOUSE of David- descendant will build a house for me; will endure forever; Jesus his descendant

Jesus is descendant of David…

Romans 1:3 concerning His Son, who was born of a descendant of David 
Enemies Defeated
From 2 Samuel 8 and 1 Chronicles 18- what insights do we gain into David’s character and leadership?
V6…And the LORD helped David wherever he went

V11 King David also dedicated these to the LORD, with the silver and gold that he had dedicated from all the nations which he had subdued;

V14…And the LORD helped David wherever he went.

V15 So David reigned over all Israel; and David administered justice and righteousness for all his people.
ENEMIES DEFEATED-LORD helped David; David administered justice and righteousness

Kindness 

Who does David seek to show kindness to?
What did we learn about Mephibosheth last week in 2 Samuel 4:4?  
Jonathan…had a son crippled in his feet.  He was five years old when the report of Saul and Jonathan came…

In 2 Samuel 9, what kindness does David show him?
V7…I will…restore to you all the land of your grandfather Saul and you shall eat at my table regularly

V11…So Mephibosheth ate at David’s table as one of the king’s sons

Why?
V7…for I will surely show kindness to you for the sake of your father Jonathan…

Covenant between Jonathan and David

1 Samuel 20:15 You shall not cut off your lovingkindness from my house forever…

              
16 So Jonathan made a covenant with the house of David…

42…we have sworn to each other in the name of the LORD…the LORD will be between me and you, and between my descendants and your descendants forever…
What application does David’s kindness to Mephibosheth have for us?

KINDNESS-for sake of Jonathan; restore land, eat at table as king’s son
There was a psalm in 1 Chronicles 16, written when the ark was brought to Jerusalem. 

How can these truths about God impact our lives?
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
