REVIEW:   What did we learn about David in Chapters 6-9?

This week Chapter 10 tells us about the time the king of Ammon died and David sends servants to console his son. What happens?

V3 the princes of the Ammonites said to Hanun their lord, “Do you think…Has David not sent his servants…to spy and overthrow…?

V4 So Hanun…shaved off half of their beards, and cut off their garments in the middle as far as their hips and sent them away…the men were greatly humiliated…
This humiliation led to battle between the sons of Ammon and Israel.  What lessons are we learn from the events of this chapter?

Next we come to 2 Samuel 11.  What happens in CH 11?

David stays home(naps and walks around the roof(sees beautiful woman(inquires about her(sends messengers to take her(lay with her

Sends for Uriah(asks about the war, sends him home(he sleeps at the door(gets Uriah drunk(he sleeps with the servants(wrote letter to Joab(sends it with Uriah(husband killed—did evil in the sight of the LORD
What does David, Eve, and Achan have in common? (DAY 2, Q 5, Pg33)

Saw(desired(took(tried to hide sin

Genesis 3:6…the woman saw…it was a delight to the eyes…desirable to make one wise, she took…ate...gave

Joshua 7:21…I saw…then I coveted them and took them…they are concealed…
Do we think today we can hide our sins??

Now, moving on to Chapter 12, what does the LORD send Nathan to tell David?

V2-4 two men in one city…rich man great many flocks and herds…poor man one little ewe lamb…rich man took 

the poor man’s ewe lamb

V5-6 David’s anger burned…the man deserves to die…he must make restitution…this man…had no compassion
What had God done for David?

V7…I…anointed you king over Israel and it is I who delivered you from the hand of Saul

V8 I also gave you your master’s house and your master’s wives into your care, and I gave you the house of Israel and Judah…I would have added to you many more things like these!
Yet what did David do?

V9…you despised the word of the LORD by doing evil in His sight…You have struck down Uriah the Hittite with the sword, have taken his wife to be your wife, and have killed him with the sword of the sons of Ammon

Therefore, what are the consequences?

V10…the sword shall never depart from your house…

V11…I will raise up evil against you from your own household; I will even take your wives before your eyes and give them to your companion, and he will lie with your wives in broad daylight.

V12…I will do this thing before all Israel, and under the sun.
David confesses…does that change his consequences?

V13…The LORD also has taken away your sin; you shall not die

V14However…the child…is born to you shall surely die
What are our take-away lessons from this chapter?
We were asked to consider Nathan’s role. (D3, Q87)
Is going to someone else and pointing out their sin only for God’s prophets in the OT?  What does the bible have to say to us about the sins of others??

Psalm 51

Transgression-primarily rebellion against God and His laws

Iniquity-indicates sin that is particularly evil, since it strongly conveys the idea of twisting or perverting deliberately

Sin-It is falling short of God’s standard
How does David approach God?

David appealed to the Lord based on His grace and compassion. He confessed that his sin was against the Lord Himself. He acknowledged that the Lord was justified and blameless when He spoke and judged.   

What does he ask God to do?                                                

Verses 10-12 record David’s cry to the Lord for cleansing, being steadfast again, and the restoration of the joy of his salvation. David realized that he had fallen from his steadfastness in his relationship to the Lord—he should have never fallen into the sin with Bathsheba. He had seen the Lord remove His Holy Spirit from Saul, so he begged the Lord not to do the same with him and not to cast him away from His presence as with Saul. 

Believers today are part of the New Covenant and are sealed with the Holy Spirit as a pledge of our inheritance in Christ, Ephesians 1:13-14. The Spirit will never leave them. 

David’s mention of “bloodguiltiness” reflects his confession of murder. His heart and spirit were broken because of his sin. God’s grace and compassion are a great cause for rejoicing and praise. 
Psalm 32 
David is expressing how blessed it is when one’s sin is forgiven, covered. How blessed one is when the Lord does not account his sin against him. But this one has no deceit. 

Verses 3-4 describe when David, or anyone, is silent about sin by not confessing it to the Lord. Verse 5 describes the confession and forgiveness which comes as a result of it. 

In this psalm as in others, David spoke of the Lord as his hiding place. He hid in the Lord when his enemies were pursuing him, when he was alone, when he sinned—but did he when he was secure and things were great? 

This psalm ends with joy at trusting in the Lord and being righteous.
