CHAPTER 13

Who are the main characters? What do we learn about them?  (page 44, Q5)

Amnon- V1 loved Tamar
Absalom- V1 son of David, brother to Tamar
Tamar- V2 virgin; V18 had on long-sleeved garment…virgin daughters of the king dressed…in robes…
Jonadab- V3 Amnon’s friend…son of…David’s brother…very shrewd man; 

What are the main events of this chapter?
V2 Amnon…frustrated because of…Tamar...made himself ill
V11…Come lie with me, my sister

V12 She answered, “No…do no violate me…thing is not done in Israel…do not do this disgraceful thing
V13…where could I get rid of my reproach…you will be like one of the fools in Israel…speak to the king, for he will not withhold me from you
V14 However, he would not listen to her, since he was stronger…he violated her and lay with her

V15 Then Amnon hated her with a very great hatred…and Amnon said to her, “Get up , go away!”

V16 But she said…”No…this wrong in sending me away is greater than the other that you have done to me

V17…throw this woman out of my presence…

V19 Tamar put ashes on her head and tore her long-sleeved garment…put her hand on her head…crying

V20 Absalom…has Amnon…been with you…keep silent…do not take this matter to heart.  Tamar remained and was desolate in her brother Absalom’s house

V21 King David heard...he was very angry

V22 Absalom did not speak to Amnon either good or bad…hated Amnon because he had violated Tamar

V23 Now…after two full years…Absalom had sheepshearers… invited all the king’s sons

V28 Absalom commanded his servants…when Amnon’s heart is merry with wine…put him to death

V29 The servants…did to Amnon just as Absalom had commanded…all the king’s sons arose…fled

V37 Absalom fled and went to Talmai…king of Geshur…David mourned for his son every day

V38 …was there three years
V39 The heart of King David longed to go out to Absalom…

CHAPTER 14

How does Joab act to help David’s family situation?

V1 Now Joab…perceived that the king’s heart was inclined toward Absalom

V2 So Joab went to Tekoa and brought a wise woman…”Please pretend to be a mourner…

V3 then go to the king and speak to him in this manner…

V19 So the king said, “Is the hand of Joab with you in all this?”

V20 in order to change the appearance of things your servants Joab has done this thing.

V21 Then the king said to Joab…I will surely do this thing; go…bring back the young man Absalom
What happens when Absalom returns to Jerusalem?

V24 However the king said, “Let him turn to his own house, and let him not see my face.”

       So Absalom turned to his own house and did not see the king’s face.

V28 Now Absalom lived two full years in Jerusalem and did not see the king’s face.

V29 Absalom sent for Joab to send him to the king, but he would not come…so he sent a second time

V30 Therefore he said…Joab’s fields is next to mine…set it on fire

V31 Then Joab arose, came to Absalom at his house…

V32 Absalom…send you to the king to say, “Why have I come from Geshur…let me see the king’s face and if there is iniquity in me, let him put me to death.

V33 Joab came to the king and told him, he called for Absalom.  Then he came to the king and prostrated himself on his face to the ground before the king and the king kissed Absalom.

What can we learn about parenting from these two chapters?

David doesn’t deal with his children, whether they needed discipline or comfort; he is angry but not act 

CHAPTER 15

What are Absalom’s actions now?

V1…provided for himself a chariot and horses and 50 men as runners before him

V2…rise early and stand beside the way to the gate…

V4…that one would appoint me judge in the land, then every man who has any suit or cause…I would give justice

V5 when a man came near to prostrate himself…he would put our his hand and take hold of him and kiss him

V6 In this manner Absalom dealt with all Israel who came to the king for judgment; so Absalom stole away the hearts of the men of Israel
V7…let me go pay my vow…in Hebron

V9 The king said to him, “Go in peace.”

V10 But Absalom sent spies throughout all the tribes of Israel…say “Absalom is king in Hebron”
V11…200 men went with Absalom from Jerusalem…went innocently, and they did not know anything.

V12…sent for Ahithophel…David’s counselor…the conspiracy was strong…
What is David’s response to the message “the hearts of the men of Israel are with Absalom”?

V14…arise and let us flee for otherwise none of us will escape from Absalom.  Go in haste or he will overtake us quickly and bring down calamity on us and strike the city with the edge of the sword

What does Psalm 3 teach us?
David’s adversaries are Israelites, his own people, and led by his oldest living son. 
Verse 2 indicates that they doubted David’s nearness to God. David, however, called God his shield, the One Who lifted his head, his sustainer, and called out to God for salvation. 
The Lord still sustains His people today; they need not be afraid for He will answer when they call. 
Ask how this psalm relates to any in your class who might have suffered rejection, especially from family. 
David’s trust was in the Lord his God, even when others he loved rejected him. 
What do we learn about the people who went with him (David’s friends)?  
Ahithophel who turned to conspiracy against him. 
Ittai, a foreign exile who remained loyal to him. 
Zadok and Abiathar, priests, who returned to Jerusalem at risk to help. 
Hushai who also returned to Jerusalem at risk to thwart Ahithophel’s advice. 
How do they compare with what Proverbs teaches about friends?
16:28; was Absalom the slanderer who separated Ahithophel from David? 
17:17; 18:24; 22:11 describe David’s true friends. 
19:4, 6 were some aligned with David for the wrong reasons? 
27:6, 9, 10, 14 also give wisdom regarding friends. 
What can we learn in this lesson about friendship?
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
