2 Samuel

REVIEW:  What will you remember from your study on 2 Samuel?  A Person…A place…A thing…
DAY 1 and 2—1 Chronicles 28. Who is David talking to?  What is he telling them?

Who had God chosen?

V4…the LORD the God of Israel, chose me…to be king over Israel forever. He has chosen Judah to be a leader…

V5…He has chosen my son Solomon to sit on the throne of the kingdom of the Lord

V6…for I have chosen him to be a son to Me, and I will be a father to him.

V10…the LORD has chosen you to build a house for the sanctuary; be courageous and act
Be strong and courageous, we saw this phrase in Joshua 1:6-9, then last week in 1 Chronicles 22 and now in CH 28:10, 20 David tells Solomon to be strong and courageous and act…

What can we learn from this instruction? (page 84, Q4)

on page 84 our workbook explains why Chronicles was written…as those returning exiles needed encouragement to rebuild the temple. Do you remember in Ch 22 how David had described the house for the LORD that had not yet been built?

22:5…the house that is to be built for the LORD shall be exceedingly magnificent, famous and glorious throughout all the lands.

What does David say about the house of the LORD in CH 28?

V11…David gave to his son Solomon the plan…

V12 and the plan of all that he had in mind…

V19 All this, said David, the LORD made me understand in writing by His hand upon me, all the details of this pattern.

What does this tell us about David’s relationship with the LORD at this point?

Next on Days 3 and 4 we studied chapter 29.  Here David is talking to the entire assembly.   In verse one we have David’s words to the entire assembly…

My son Solomon, whom alone God has chosen, is still young and inexperienced and the work is great; for the temple is not for man, but for the LORD God.

Now because the temple is for the LORD God…not man, what does David tell them he had provided?

V2…with all my ability I have provided for the house of my God the gold…silver…bronze…iron…wood…stones

V3…in my delight in the house of my God, the treasure I have of god and silver I give to the house of my God, over and above all that I have already provided for the holy temple,

V4 namely…god…silver…V5…for all the work done by the craftsmen…
Then at the end of verse 5, David poses the question to the assembly…
Who then is willing to consecrate himself this day to the LORD?

How did the rulers, princes, commanders, overseers respond?

V6…offered willingly

V9…the people rejoiced because they had offered so willingly, for they made their offering to the Lord with a whole heart
What we learn from the cross-references about the heart in page 89?

Psalm 24:3-4; 37:30

Eccl 10:2

Matthew 5:8

Hebrews 4:12 For the word of God is living and active and sharper than any two-edged sword…and able to judge the thoughts and intentions of the heart.

How does that compare to David’s words in 1 Chronicles 28:9?

…for the LORD searches all hearts, and understands every intent of the thoughts…
What relationship does your attitude toward giving have with your heart? (page 90, Q4)

I don’t know if you had time to read 2 Corinthians 8-9.  But in those chapters, Paul writes about the churches in Macedonia, who had suffered great affliction and deep poverty.  They gave according to their ability and beyond their ability…begging for the favor of participation in the support of the saints…In 9:7, Paul sums up how we are to give.
V7 Each one must do just as he has purposed in his heart, not grudgingly or under compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver.

Back in 1 Chronicles 29:10-19, David closes this time with a blessing or prayer to the LORD. 

Greatness is Yours O LORD(we thank You and praise Your name(direct their hearts toward you

In verses 11-12, what does David say about God?

V11 Yours O LORD is the greatness…power…glory…victory…majesty…everything that is in the heavens and the earth; Yours is the dominion…You exalt Yourself as head over all

V12 Both riches…honor come from Your…Your rule over all…in Your hand is power and might…it lies inYour hand to make great and to strengthen everyone

Then in V13-16, what does David thank God for?

V14…who am I and who are my people that we should be able to offer as generously as this?  For all things come from You, and from Your hand we have given You.
V15 For we are sojourners before You and tenants, as all our fathers were; our days on the earth are like a shadow, and there is no hope.
V16 O LORD our God, all this abundance that we have provided to build You’re a house…it is from Your hand, and all is Yours.

Then in V17-19, what requests does David make?

V18…preserve this forever in the intentions of the heart of Your people, and direct their heart to You;

V19 and give to my son Solomon a perfect heart to keep Your commandments…and to do them all 

Shalom—peace; complete or sound

lebab-understanding, mind
How would it change our lives and the life of the church in America if we prayed and lived like we believed this prayer??

Then in verses 21-25, what do we learn about Solomon?

V22…they made Solomon…king a second time, and they anointed him as ruler for the LORD and Zadok as priest. (1 Chronicles 23:1 Now when David reached old age, he made his son Solomon king over Israel.)

V23 Then Solomon sat on the throne of the LORD as king…he prospered and all Israel obey ed him

V24 All the officials…mighty men…all the sons of King David pledged allegiance to King Solomon.

V25 The LORD highly exulted Solomon in the sight of all Israel, and bestowed on him royal majesty which had not been on any king before him in Israel.
Then 1 Chronicles closes with a summary of David life in verses 26-30.  

But we are not yet ready to bury King David, because on Day 5, we turned to the first two chapters of 1 Kings, to see what other lessons God had for us from the life of David.

What do we learn about Adonijah (ad’on-ni-jah), David’s oldest living son?

V5 Now Adonijah…exalted himself…”I will be king”…prepared…chariots...with 50 men to run before him

V6…And he was also a very handsome man, and he was born after Absalom
(Who did not ask-why??)

V7 He had conferred with Joab…and Abiathar…they helped him

V9…sacrificed sheep…oxen…fatlings by the stone of Zoheleth…he invited all his brothers…the men of Judah…the king’s servants.
We also learn a lot by noting who he did not invite…V10 Nathan…Benaiah…Solomon

Again, enters Nathan…what does he do?

V11 Nathan spoke to Bathsheba…Have you not heard that Adonijah…has become king…David…does not know it?

V13 Go at once to King David and say to him…

V22…while she was still speaking with the king, Nathan the prophet came in…

V32 then King David said, “Call to me Zadok…Nathan…Beniah…

V33…have my son Solomon ride on my own mule, and bring him down to Gihon (a spring near Jerusalem)

V34 Let Zadok…and Nathan…anoint him there as king over Israel…blow the trumpet and say, ‘Long live King Solomon!’
V35…he shall come and sit on my throne and be king in my place; for I have appointed him to be ruler over Israel and Judah

V40 All the people went up…playing on the flutes…rejoicing with great joy, so that the earth shook at their noise.

What happens at Adonijah’s celebration when they heard the news?

V49 Then all the guests of Adonijah were terrified; and they arose and each went on his way.

V50…Adonijah was afraid of Solomon, and he arose, went and took hold of the horns of the altar

V51…saying, ‘Let King Solomon swear to me today that he will not put his servant to death with the sword.’

Solomon offers Adonijah a pardon based on what?

V52…If he is a worthy man, not one of his hairs will fall to the ground; but if wickedness is found in him, he will die

In 1 Kings 2:1-9, we have David’s final charge to Solomon.  What does he ask Solomon to do?

V3 Keep the charge of the lord your god, to walk in His ways, to keep His statutes…commandments…ordinances…testimonies, according to what is written in the Law of Moses, that you may succeed in all that you do and wherever you turn,

V4 so that the LORD may carry out His promise which He spoke concerning me…

V5 Now you know what Joab…did…

V6 act according to your wisdom…do not let his gray hair go down to Sheol in  peace

V7 But show kindness to the sins of Barzillai…let them be among those who eat at your table…

V8…there is with you Shimei…it was he who cursed me…

V9…do not let him go unpunished…
What lessons have you learned form David about “finishing well” and the priceless grace of God that you can apply to your life? (page 95, Q10)
