DAY 1 and 2—A house for the name of the Lord

1 Kings 5 and 2 Chronicles 2—Gathering supplies and workers

What does Solomon do to prepare to build the temple?

1 Kings 5

V1-12…Solomon requests cedar, offers food(Hiram, King of Tyre, blessed the Lord, agrees to send cedar( Hiram and Solomon make a covenant

V13…forced laborers from all Israel…30,000 men

V14…10,000 a month in relays…in Lebanon a month and two months at home.

V15…70,000 transporters and 80,000 hewers of stone in the mountains

V16…3,300 chief deputies over the project and who ruled over the people who were doing the work.
2 Chronicles 2:17-18 --153,600 total
In 2 Chronicles 2, we have a more detailed account of Solomon’s letter to Huram, King of Tyre. What does he say  about the task that is before him?

V4…to burn fragrant incense before Him and to set out the showbread continually, and to offer burnt offerings morning and evening, on Sabbaths and on new moons and on the appointed feasts of the Lord our God, this being required forever in Israel.

V5 The house…will be great, for greater is our God than all the gods.

V6 But who is able to build a house for Him, for the heavens and the highest heavens cannot contain Him.  So who am I that I should build a house for Him, except to burn incense before Him?
V9 …for the house which I am about to build will be great and wonderful.

Have you ever felt like Solomon when facing a task or calling from the Lord?

In 2 Chronicles 2:11-16 we find Huram’s answer to Solomon’s letter. Were you surprised about what he said

about the God of Israel?  Why do you think he responded like that?
In 2 Chronicles 2:13-14 and 1 Kings 7:13-14 we are told about Haram-abi who was sent to work on the temple.  
What do we learn about him?
V13…a skilled man, endowed with understanding

V14 the son of a Danite woman and a Tyrian father, who know how to work in gold, silver, bronze, iron, stone and wood, and in purple, violet, linen and crimson fabrics, and who knows how to make all kinds of engravings 
and to execute any design which maybe assigned to him…
How does Huram-abi skill compare with the men who worked on the tabernacle in Exodus 35:30-35? (DAY 3, Q4c)

V31And He has filled him with the Spirit of God, in wisdom, in understanding and in knowledge and in all craftsmanship…

V34 He also has put in his heart to teach, both he and Oholiab…

V35 He has filled them with skill to perform every work of an engraver and of a designer and of an 
embroiderer…and of a weaver, as performers of every work and makers of designs.
How are you using the skills and gifts, that God gave you? 
DAY 3 and 4—Building the Temple


1 Kings 6, 7:13-51 and 2 Chronicles 3 and 4—Outer sanctuary, Inner sanctuary, furnishings
What do we learn in these chapters about:

Where the temple was built—  (Genesis 22:2 …take your son…go to the land of Moriah and offer him there as a burnt offering)
2 Chron 3:1…in Jerusalem on Mount Moriah, where the Lord had appeared to his father David, at the place that David had prepared on the threshing floor of Ornan the Jebusite.
When it was begun—
1 Kings 6:1…in the 480th year after the sons of Israel came out of the land of Egypt, in the 4th year of Solomon’s reign over Israel, in the month of Ziv which is the second month…

2 Chronicles 3:2…on the second day in the second month of the fourth year of his reign
When finished-

1 Kings 6:38 In the eleventh year, in the month of Bul, which is the eighth month, the house was finished throughout all its parts and according to all its plans.

Total time to build—

So he was seven years in building it.
In 1 Kings 6:2-10, 14-16 the house is described.  

What do we learn about the structure—it’s size and materials used to build it?

Then in V17-36 what do we learn about the inner house or inner sanctuary?


Why do you think the house of the Lord needed to be so much larger? (page 38, Q4b)
In 1 Kings 6:11-13 the word of the Lord that came to Solomon .  

What you think was the purpose of these words?


Is this message applicable to us today?
I will dwell among the sons of Israel…what had God promised Israel in Deuteronomy 12 about the place He would dwell? (DAY 2, Q9)

V5 But you shall seek the Lord at the place which the Lord your God will choose from all your tribes, to establish His name there for His dwelling, and there you shall come.

V6 There you shall bring your burnt offerings, your sacrifices, your tithes, the contribution of your flock…

V11…the place in which the Lord your God will choose for His name to dwell, there you shall bring all that I command you…

V13 Be careful that you do not offer your burnt offerings in every cultic place you see,

V14 but in the place which the Lord chooses in one of your tribes, there you shall offer …
The church—God’s house

DAY 5-What do we learn from Ephesians 2:19-22 about the house of God?

V19…you are fellow citizens with the saints, and are of God’s household

V20…foundation of the apostles and prophets, Christ Jesus Himself being the cornerstone,

V21 in whom (Christ) the whole building…is growing into a holy temple in the Lord,

V22 in whom (Christ) you…are being built together into a dwelling of God in the Spirit
The cornerstone (or foundation stone) concept is derived from the first stone set in the construction of a masonry foundation, important since all other stones will be set in reference to this stone, thus determining the position of the entire structure.  Wikipedia
How are we part of this house?

1 Peter 2:5 you also, as living stones, are being built up as a spiritual house for a holy priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ
V9 But you are A CHOSEN RACE, A royal PRIESTHOOD, A HOLY NATION, A PEOLE FOR God’s OWN POSSESSION, so that you may proclaim the excellencies of Him who has called you out of darkness into His marvelous light

V10..now you are THE PEOPLE OF GOD...now you have RECEIVED MERCY

V11…abstain from fleshly lusts which wage war against the soul
V12 keep your behavior excellent among the Gentiles…so that they…glorify God

1 Corinthians 6:19-20 tells us that our body is the temple of the Holy Spirit and that we are to glorify God in our body.  How can we do that?
