REIVEW:  What did we learn last week about the building of temple?...materials…labor…
This week:  The ark brought to the temple(Blessing(Prayer(Blessing
DAYS 1 and 2
The ark brought to the temple found in 2 Chronicles 5 / 1 Kings 8:1-11
Where had the ark been kept?

2 Chronicles 5:2…bring up the ark…out of the city of David, which is Zion

When was it brought?

1 Kings 8:2…at the feast, in the month Ethanim, which is the 7th month

How was it brought?

1 Kings 8:6…the priests brought the ark of the covenant of the Lord to its place, into the inner         sanctuary of the house, to the most holy place, under the wings of the cherubim

What happened when the ark was brought in to the temple?

1 Kings 8:10…the cloud filled the house of the Lord, V11 so that the priests could not stand to minister because of the cloud for the glory of the Lord filled the house of the Lord
In 2 Chronicles 5:12-13, we get a little more information about what happened when the priests brought the ark in the holy place. READ verses 12-13.  What a time of worship!
Why was bringing the ark into the temple so significant? (page 48, Q6)
 The cloud…the glory of the Lord

What did we learn about the Lord and a cloud in the cross-references on DAY 5, Q8, p. 54?

Exodus 24:16 The glory of the Lord rested on Mount Sinai…He called to Moses from the midst of the cloud V17…the appearance of the glory of the Lord was like a consuming fire on the mountaintop
Exodus 40:34…the cloud covered the tent of meeting…the glory of the Lord filled the tabernacle

V38…the cloud of the Lord was on the tabernacle by day...and there was fire in it by night

John 1:14…the Word became flesh, and dwelt among us, and we saw His glory, glory as the only begotten from the Father, full of grace and truth

Luke 21:28…will see THE SON OF MAN COMING IN A CLOUD with power and great glory…

Revelation 21:23…the glory of God has illumined it (the city) and its lamp is the Lamb,

John 14:18-20, 23; Colossians 1:27; and Hebrews 13:5-6

The Father and the Son make Their abode, dwelling, within all believers in the person of the Holy Spirit. 
That is how the world sees Him now. 
Remember from last week’s lesson-we are the temple of the Holy Spirit, and are to “glorify” Him in our bodies.

Why do you think we were told in 1 Kings 8:9, that there was nothing in the ark except the two tablets of stone?
What else had been in it?

Exodus 16:33…manna

Numbers 17:10…rod of Aaron

Hebrews 9:4…in which was a golden jar holding manna, and Aaron’s rod which budded, and the tables of the covenant
The Blessing found in 1 Kings 8:12-21 / 2 Chronicles 6:1-11
What is the focus of Solomon’s blessing as he stands before the assembly?

1 Kings 8:15…Blessed be the Lord, the God of Israel, who spoke with His mouth to my father David and has fulfilled it with His hand…

V20…the Lord has fulfilled His word which He spoke…

DAYS 3 and 4

Solomon’s Prayer found 1 Kings 8:22-53 / 2 Chronicles 6:12-42 

Prayer and supplication are used throughout Solomon’s prayer.  What is the difference between them?

“Prayer” is the general Hebrew word for speaking to God or making requests, while “supplication” is more specific for requesting kindness, mercy, or favor from Him.
Although Solomon does make seven specific requests, how does he start his prayer?

1 Kings 8:23…Lord, the God of Israel, there is no God like You...keeping covenant…showing lovingkindness

V24….have spoken with Your mouth and have fulfilled it with Your hand…

V26…let Your word, I pray, be confirmed which You have spoken to Your servant…David

V28…have regard to the prayer of Your servant and to his supplication…listen to the cry and to the prayer…

V30 Listen to the supplication of Your servant and of Your people Israel, when they pray toward this place; hear in heaven Your dwelling place; hear and forgive
What were the seven situations Solomon mentions in his prayer? (2 Chronicles 6:22-39 similar)
1 Kings 8:31…man sins against his neighbor…takes an oath before Your altar in this house


V32…hear in heaven…act…judge Your servants, condemning the wicked…justifying the righteous…

1 Kings 8:33…Israel defeated…because they have sinned against You



…if they turn to You…confess Your name…pray…make supplication to You in this house


V34 then hear in heaven…forgive the sin of Your people…bring them back to the land…You gave...them

1 Kings 8:35…heavens are shut up and there is no rain, because they have sinned against You



…they pray toward this place…confess Your name…turn from their sin when You afflict them

V36 then hear in heaven…forgive the sin…of Your servant…Your people…teach them the good 

way…send rain on Your land...

1 Kings 8:37…famine in the land…pestilence…blight…mildew…locust…grasshopper…enemy besieges 
them… whatever plague…sickness



V38 whatever prayer or supplication…by any man or by all Your people…

V39 then hear in heaven Your dwelling place…forgive…act…render to each according to all his ways, 

whose heart You know, for You alone know the hearts of all the sons of men

V40 that they may fear You all the day that they live in the land…

1 Kings 8:41…the foreigner…when he comes from a far country for Your name’s sake…when he comes…prays 


V43 hear in heaven Your dwelling place…do according to all which the foreigner calls to You,



In order that all the peoples of the earth may know Your name, to fear You…

1 Kings 8:44…go out to battle against their enemy…they pray to the Lord toward the city…the house…


V45 then hear in heaven their prayer and their supplication, and maintain their cause

1 Kings 8:46 …taken away captive to the land of their enemies…



V47 if they take thought…repent…make supplication to You…saying “We have sinned…



V48 if they return to Your will all their heart and will all their soul…pray to Your toward their land...


V49 then hear their prayer…supplication in heaven Your dwelling place…maintain their cause



V50…forgive Your people who have sinned against You…make them objects of compassion

According to 1 Kings 8:51-54, what does Solomon base his requests for God actions toward Israel on?
V51…they are Your people…Your inheritance…You have brought forth from Egypt

V53…Your have separated them from all the peoples of the earth as Your inheritance…
Also in 2 Chronicles 6:42…do not turn away…Your anointed; remember Your lovingkindness to…David
Solomon repeatedly mentioned praying toward the temple.  What did Jesus say as recorded in John 4, about where our prayers should be directed?

V21 Jesus said…neither in this mountain nor in Jerusalem will you worship the Father

V23…true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth; for such people the Father seeks to be His worshipers.

After Solomon’s prayer the 1 Kings and 2 Chronicles account tell us of different events.

In 1 Kings 8:54-61 Solomon blesses the assembly. What can we learn from this blessing?

Remember God’s faithfulness-

V56 Blessed be the Lord…has given rest…according to all He promised; not one word has failed of all His good promise

Asking requests based on God being honored in all the earth

V57 May the Lord our God be with us, as…with our fathers…not leave or forsake us

V58…He may incline our hearts to Himself, to walk in all His ways…to keep His commandments…

V59…He may maintain the cause of His servant and…His people Israel, as each day requires
WHY God should act--V60 so that all the peoples of the earth may know that the Lord is God; there is no one else.
A wholly devoted heart-necessary 

V61 Let your heart…be wholly devoted to the Lord our God, to walk in His statutes…keep His commandments
What interesting information do we learn in 2 Chronicles 7:1-3?

V1…when Solomon had finished praying fire came down from heaven…consumed the burnt offering…sacrifices and the glory of the Lord filled the house

V3 All the sons of Israel, seeing the fire come down and the glory of the Lord upon the house, bowed down on the pavement with their faces to the ground…they worshiped and gave praise to the Lord…”truly He is good, truly His lovingkindness is everlasting.”
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
