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REVIEW:  The last two lessons have focused on Matthew chapters 5 - 7, the “Sermon on the Mount”.  What are some of the key points of that message?
In Matthew 8:27 the disciples asked the question, “What kind of man is this?”
As we studied Matthew 8 and 9 this week we were asked to consider that same question.  

From what you learned, so how would you answer this question??

What does Jesus have power over?

8:8 the centurion understands Jesus is a man under authority 

    V15 He touched her hand, and the fever left her...
    V16...He cast out the spirits with a word, and healed all who were ill.
    V26...He got up and rebuked the winds and the sea, and it became perfectly calm.

    V27...even the winds and the sea obey Him...
9:6...the Son of Man has authority on earth to forgive sins...

How does Jesus deal with people?


  8:2...a leper came to Him and bowed down before Him...

     3  Jesus stretched out His hand and touched him...(touched the untouchable)

     5...a centurion came to Him...6 ”Lord, my servant is lying paralyzed at home...

     7  Jesus said to him, “I will come and heal him.” (willingness to go and help)
9:11...”Why is your Teacher eating with the tax collectors and sinners?”

    13...’I DESIRE COMPASSION, AND NOT SACRIFICE,’ for I did not come to call the righteous, but 
        sinners.
   35 Jesus was going through all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues and proclaiming the 

         gospel of the kingdom and healing every kind of disease and every king of  sickness.

    36 Seeing the people, He felt compassion for them, because they were distressed and dispirited like 

        sheep without a shepherd.
How should knowing this make a difference in how we live? (page 54)

What do these two chapters say about the faith? (page 57)

8:10...(when speaking of the centurion) I have not found such great faith with anyone in Israel

8:13...Jesus said to the centurion, “Go, it shall be done for you as you have believed...
8:26...Why are you afraid, you men of little faith?

9:2...Seeing their faith...Take courage, son; your sins are forgiven.
   21...(the woman suffering from a hemorrhage for 12 years) she was saying to herself, “If I only touch His garment, I will get well.”

  22 ”... take courage; your faith has made you well.”
9:28...the blind men came up to Him, and Jesus said to them, “Do you believe that I am able to do this?”
         They said...”Yes, Lord,:

   29 Then He touched their eyes, saying, “It shall be done to you according to your faith.” 

What did Jesus say about the kingdom?

Many will come from east and west—Gentiles like the centurion—and recline at the table with Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. Gentiles will be in the kingdom with the repentant of Israel.

The sons of the kingdom descendants of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob the unrepentant of Israel will be cast into outer darkness
How does this relates to Matthew 3:7-10.

John told the Pharisees and Sadducees not to depend on being physical descendants of Abraham.

God is able to raise up children to Abraham from stones.
Chapter themes for Matthew 8 and 9 could to events from Jesus’ ministry.

Now in chapter 10 we see Jesus teaching the disciples, as He prepares them to be sent out to minster to the people. 

Who are they to do to and what is their message?

V6...go to the lost sheep of the house of Israel

V7...preach...’The kingdom of heaven is at hand.’

V8  “heal the sick, raise the dead, cleanse the lepers, cast out demons
How are they to go out?

V9 “Do not acquire gold, or silver, or copper for your money belts

V10 or a bag for your journey, or even two coasts, or sandals, or a staff...

V16...be shrewd as serpents and innocent as doves

What warnings does He give them? (page 60, Q5)

V17...beware of men, for they will hand you over to the courts and scourge you in their synagogues

V18...you will even be brought before governors and kings for My sake, as a testimony to the Gentiles
V21 “Brother will betray brother to death and a father his child; and children will rise up against perents and cause them to be put to death.

V22 You will be hated by all because of My name, but it is the one who has endures to the send who will be saved.
Why are they not to worry about what to say?

V20...it the Spirit of your Father who speaks in you
Three times Jesus admonishes them “do not fear”.  Why were they to not fear?
V26...there is nothing concealed that will not be revealed, or hidden that will not be known.

V28...those who kill the body...are unable to kill the soul; but rather fear Him who is able to destroy both soul and body in hell.

V31...you are more valuable then many sparrows.

Finally, what does Jesus say about those who are His disciples?

V32...everyone who confesses Me before men, I will also confess him before My Father who is in heaven.

V33 But whoever denies Me before men, I will also deny him before My Father who is in heaven.

V37 He who loves father or mother more than Me is not worthy of Me; and he who loves son or daughter more than Me is not worthy of Me

V38...he who does not take his cross and follow after Me is not worthy of Me.

How is Jesus message to His disciples applicable to us today?
