Matthew 13

Why Parables?  (DAY 2, pg 81, Q4)

In Matthew 13:10...”His disciples came and said to Him, “Why do You speak to them in parables?”  How did He answer their question?

V 11...”to you it has granted to know the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it has not been granted.

V 13...I speak to them in parables; because while seeing they do not see, and while hearing they do not hear, nor do they understand.
How does their seeing...not seeing, hearing, while not hearing relate to the prophecy in Isaiah? (pg 82, Q5)

6:15 FOR THEY HEART OF THIS PEOPLE HAS BECOME DULL, WITH THEIR EARS THEY SCARCELY HEAR, AND THEY HAVE CLOSED THEIR EYES, OTHERWISE THEY WOULD SEE WITH THEIR EYES, HEAR WITH THEIR EARS, AND UNDERSTAND WITH THEIR HEART AND RETURN, AND I WOULD HEAL THEM.

1:2...they have revolted against Me.

V3...Israel does not know, My people do not understand

V4...They have abandoned the LORD, They have despised the Holy ne of Israel, They have turned away from Him.
Who can understand the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven?

V16...blessed are your eyes, because they see; and your ears, because they hear.

V51 “Have you understood all these tings?”  They said to Him, “Yes.”
What would prevent us from understanding the mysteries of the kingdom?

1st parable—The Sower (Matthew 13: 3-8, 18-22)

Describe the parable, from V3-8.
What do we learn from Jesus’ explanation in V18-23?
V23...the mans who hears the word and understands it; who indeed bears fruit and brings forth...

What has Jesus said about bearing fruit?  (pg 85, Q4,b,c)

Luke 6

V44 For each tree is known by its own fruit...

V45  The good man out of the good treasure of his heart brings forth what is good; and the evil man out of the evil treasure brings forth what is evil; for his mouth speaks from that which fills his heart.

John 15

V4 Abide in Me, and I in you.  As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself unless it abides in the vine, so neither can you unless you abide in Me.

V8 My Father is glorified by this, that you bear much fruit, and so prove to be My disciples.
2nd parable—Wheat and tares (Matthew 13: 24-30)

What is it about? 

V24...a man...sowed good seed in his field

V25...enemy came and sowed tares among the wheat...

V26...the wheat...bore grain, then the tares became evident...

V30 Allow both to grow together until the harvest...I will say to the reapers, “First gather up the tares and bind them in bundles to burn them up; but gather the wheat into my barn.
