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                           DAY THREE                                    
Genesis 25:20-34 

 20and Isaac was forty years old when he took Rebekah, the daughter of Bethuel the Aramean of Paddan-aram, the sister of Laban the Aramean, to be his wife.

 21Isaac prayed to the LORD on behalf of his wife, because she was barren; and the LORD answered him and Rebekah his wife conceived.

 22But the children struggled together within her; and she said, "If it is so, why then am I this way?" So she went to inquire of the LORD.

 23The LORD said to her,          "Two nations are in your womb;          And two peoples will be separated from your body;          And one people shall be stronger than the other;          And the older shall serve the younger."

 24When her days to be delivered were fulfilled, behold, there were twins in her womb.

 25Now the first came forth red, all over like a hairy garment; and they named him Esau.

 26Afterward his brother came forth with his hand holding on to Esau's heel, so his name was called Jacob; and Isaac was sixty years old when she gave birth to them.

 27When the boys grew up, Esau became a skillful hunter, a man of the field, but Jacob was a peaceful man, living in tents.

 28Now Isaac loved Esau, because he had a taste for game, but Rebekah loved Jacob.

 29When Jacob had cooked stew, Esau came in from the field and he was famished;

 30and Esau said to Jacob, "Please let me have a swallow of that red stuff there, for I am famished." Therefore his name was called Edom.

 31But Jacob said, "First sell me your birthright."

 32Esau said, "Behold, I am about to die; so of what use then is the birthright to me?"

 33And Jacob said, "First swear to me"; so he swore to him, and sold his birthright to Jacob.

 34Then Jacob gave Esau bread and lentil stew; and he ate and drank, and rose and went on his way. Thus Esau despised his birthright.
Genesis 27:1-46 

 1Now it came about, when Isaac was old and his eyes were too dim to see, that he called his older son Esau and said to him, "My son." And he said to him, "Here I am."

 2Isaac said, "Behold now, I am old and I do not know the day of my death.

 3"Now then, please take your gear, your quiver and your bow, and go out to the field and hunt game for me;

 4and prepare a savory dish for me such as I love, and bring it to me that I may eat, so that my soul may bless you before I die."

 5Rebekah was listening while Isaac spoke to his son Esau. So when Esau went to the field to hunt for game to bring home,

 6Rebekah said to her son Jacob, "Behold, I heard your father speak to your brother Esau, saying,

 7'Bring me some game and prepare a savory dish for me, that I may eat, and bless you in the presence of the LORD before my death.'

 8"Now therefore, my son, listen to me as I command you.

 9"Go now to the flock and bring me two choice young goats from there, that I may prepare them as a savory dish for your father, such as he loves.

 10"Then you shall bring it to your father, that he may eat, so that he may bless you before his death."

 11Jacob answered his mother Rebekah, "Behold, Esau my brother is a hairy man and I am a smooth man.

 12"Perhaps my father will feel me, then I will be as a deceiver in his sight, and I will bring upon myself a curse and not a blessing."

 13But his mother said to him, "Your curse be on me, my son; only obey my voice, and go, get them for me."

 14So he went and got them, and brought them to his mother; and his mother made savory food such as his father loved.

 15Then Rebekah took the best garments of Esau her elder son, which were with her in the house, and put them on Jacob her younger son.

 16And she put the skins of the young goats on his hands and on the smooth part of his neck.

 17She also gave the savory food and the bread, which she had made, to her son Jacob.

 18Then he came to his father and said, "My father." And he said, "Here I am. Who are you, my son?"

 19Jacob said to his father, "I am Esau your firstborn; I have done as you told me. Get up, please, sit and eat of my game, that you may bless me."

 20Isaac said to his son, "How is it that you have it so quickly, my son?" And he said, "Because the LORD your God caused it to happen to me."

 21Then Isaac said to Jacob, "Please come close, that I may feel you, my son, whether you are really my son Esau or not."

 22So Jacob came close to Isaac his father, and he felt him and said, "The voice is the voice of Jacob, but the hands are the hands of Esau."

 23He did not recognize him, because his hands were hairy like his brother Esau's hands; so he blessed him.

 24And he said, "Are you really my son Esau?" And he said, "I am."

 25So he said, "Bring it to me, and I will eat of my son's game, that I may bless you." And he brought it to him, and he ate; he also brought him wine and he drank.

 26Then his father Isaac said to him, "Please come close and kiss me, my son."

 27So he came close and kissed him; and when he smelled the smell of his garments, he blessed him and said,          "See, the smell of my son          Is like the smell of a field which the LORD has blessed;      28Now may God give you of the dew of heaven,          And of the fatness of the earth,          And an abundance of grain and new wine;      29May peoples serve you,          And nations bow down to you;          Be master of your brothers,          And may your mother's sons bow down to you           Cursed be those who curse you,          And blessed be those who bless you."

 30Now it came about, as soon as Isaac had finished blessing Jacob, and Jacob had hardly gone out from the presence of Isaac his father, that Esau his brother came in from his hunting.

 31Then he also made savory food, and brought it to his father; and he said to his father, "Let my father arise and eat of his son's game, that you may bless me."

 32Isaac his father said to him, "Who are you?" And he said, "I am your son, your firstborn, Esau."

 33Then Isaac trembled violently, and said, "Who was he then that hunted game and brought it to me, so that I ate of all of it before you came, and blessed him? Yes, and he shall be blessed."

 34When Esau heard the words of his father, he cried out with an exceedingly great and bitter cry, and said to his father, "Bless me, even me also, O my father!"

 35And he said, "Your brother came deceitfully and has taken away your blessing."

 36Then he said, "Is he not rightly named Jacob, for he has supplanted me these two times? He took away my birthright, and behold, now he has taken away my blessing." And he said, "Have you not reserved a blessing for me?"

 37But Isaac replied to Esau, "Behold, I have made him your master, and all his relatives I have given to him as servants; and with grain and new wine I have sustained him. Now as for you then, what can I do, my son?"

 38Esau said to his father, "Do you have only one blessing, my father? Bless me, even me also, O my father." So Esau lifted his voice and wept.

 39Then Isaac his father answered and said to him,          "Behold, away from the fertility of the earth shall be your dwelling,          And away from the dew of heaven from above.      40"By your sword you shall live,          And your brother you shall serve;          But it shall come about when you become restless,          That you will break his yoke from your neck."

 41So Esau bore a grudge against Jacob because of the blessing with which his father had blessed him; and Esau said to himself, "The days of mourning for my father are near; then I will kill my brother Jacob."

 42Now when the words of her elder son Esau were reported to Rebekah, she sent and called her younger son Jacob, and said to him, "Behold your brother Esau is consoling himself concerning you by planning to kill you.

 43"Now therefore, my son, obey my voice, and arise, flee to Haran, to my brother Laban!

 44"Stay with him a few days, until your brother's fury subsides,

 45until your brother's anger against you subsides and he forgets what you did to him. Then I will send and get you from there. Why should I be bereaved of you both in one day?"

 46Rebekah said to Isaac, "I am tired of living because of the daughters of Heth; if Jacob takes a wife from the daughters of Heth, like these, from the daughters of the land, what good will my life be to me?"
Genesis 28:1-9

 1So Isaac called Jacob and blessed him and charged him, and said to him, "You shall not take a wife from the daughters of Canaan.

 2"Arise, go to Paddan-aram, to the house of Bethuel your mother's father; and from there take to yourself a wife from the daughters of Laban your mother's brother.

 3"May God Almighty bless you and make you fruitful and multiply you, that you may become a company of peoples.

 4"May He also give you the blessing of Abraham, to you and to your descendants with you, that you may possess the land of your sojournings, which God gave to Abraham."

 5Then Isaac sent Jacob away, and he went to Paddan-aram to Laban, son of Bethuel the Aramean, the brother of Rebekah, the mother of Jacob and Esau.

 6Now Esau saw that Isaac had blessed Jacob and sent him away to Paddan-aram to take to himself a wife from there, and that when he blessed him he charged him, saying, "You shall not take a wife from the daughters of Canaan,"

 7and that Jacob had obeyed his father and his mother and had gone to Paddan-aram.

 8So Esau saw that the daughters of Canaan displeased his father Isaac;

 9and Esau went to Ishmael, and married, besides the wives that he had, Mahalath the daughter of Ishmael, Abraham's son, the sister of Nebaioth. 
Genesis 32:1-21 

 1Now as Jacob went on his way, the angels of God met him.

 2Jacob said when he saw them, "This is God's camp." So he named that place Mahanaim.

 3Then Jacob sent messengers before him to his brother Esau in the land of Seir, the country of Edom.

 4He also commanded them saying, "Thus you shall say to my lord Esau: 'Thus says your servant Jacob, "I have sojourned with Laban, and stayed until now;

 5I have oxen and donkeys and flocks and male and female servants; and I have sent to tell my lord, that I may find favor in your sight."'"

 6The messengers returned to Jacob, saying, "We came to your brother Esau, and furthermore he is coming to meet you, and four hundred men are with him."

 7Then Jacob was greatly afraid and distressed; and he divided the people who were with him, and the flocks and the herds and the camels, into two companies;

 8for he said, "If Esau comes to the one company and attacks it, then the company which is left will escape."

 9Jacob said, "O God of my father Abraham and God of my father Isaac, O LORD, who said to me, 'Return to your country and to your relatives, and I will prosper you,'

 10I am unworthy of all the lovingkindness and of all the faithfulness which You have shown to Your servant; for with my staff only I crossed this Jordan, and now I have become two companies.

 11"Deliver me, I pray, from the hand of my brother, from the hand of Esau; for I fear him, that he will come and attack me and the mothers with the children.

 12"For You said, 'I will surely prosper you and make your descendants as the sand of the sea, which is too great to be numbered.'"

 13So he spent the night there. Then he selected from what he had with him a present for his brother Esau:

 14two hundred female goats and twenty male goats, two hundred ewes and twenty rams,

 15thirty milking camels and their colts, forty cows and ten bulls, twenty female donkeys and ten male donkeys.

 16He delivered them into the hand of his servants, every drove by itself, and said to his servants, "Pass on before me, and put a space between droves."

 17He commanded the one in front, saying, "When my brother Esau meets you and asks you, saying, 'To whom do you belong, and where are you going, and to whom do these animals in front of you belong?'

 18then you shall say, 'These belong to your servant Jacob; it is a present sent to my lord Esau. And behold, he also is behind us.'"

 19Then he commanded also the second and the third, and all those who followed the droves, saying, "After this manner you shall speak to Esau when you find him;

 20and you shall say, 'Behold, your servant Jacob also is behind us.'" For he said, "I will appease him with the present that goes before me. Then afterward I will see his face; perhaps he will accept me."

 21So the present passed on before him, while he himself spent that night in the camp.

Genesis 33:1-20
 1Then Jacob lifted his eyes and looked, and behold, Esau was coming, and four hundred men with him. So he divided the children among Leah and Rachel and the two maids.

 2He put the maids and their children in front, and Leah and her children next, and Rachel and Joseph last.

 3But he himself passed on ahead of them and bowed down to the ground seven times, until he came near to his brother.

 4Then Esau ran to meet him and embraced him, and fell on his neck and kissed him, and they wept.

 5He lifted his eyes and saw the women and the children, and said, "Who are these with you?" So he said, "The children whom God has graciously given your servant."

 6Then the maids came near with their children, and they bowed down.

 7Leah likewise came near with her children, and they bowed down; and afterward Joseph came near with Rachel, and they bowed down.

 8And he said, "What do you mean by all this company which I have met?" And he said, "To find favor in the sight of my lord."

 9But Esau said, "I have plenty, my brother; let what you have be your own."

 10Jacob said, "No, please, if now I have found favor in your sight, then take my present from my hand, for I see your face as one sees the face of God, and you have received me favorably.

 11"Please take my gift which has been brought to you, because God has dealt graciously with me and because I have plenty." Thus he urged him and he took it.

 12Then Esau said, "Let us take our journey and go, and I will go before you."

 13But he said to him, "My lord knows that the children are frail and that the flocks and herds which are nursing are a care to me. And if they are driven hard one day, all the flocks will die.

 14"Please let my lord pass on before his servant, and I will proceed at my leisure, according to the pace of the cattle that are before me and according to the pace of the children, until I come to my lord at Seir."

 15Esau said, "Please let me leave with you some of the people who are with me." But he said, "What need is there? Let me find favor in the sight of my lord."

 16So Esau returned that day on his way to Seir.

 17Jacob journeyed to Succoth, and built for himself a house and made booths for his livestock; therefore the place is named Succoth.
 18Now Jacob came safely to the city of Shechem, which is in the land of Canaan, when he came from Paddan-aram, and camped before the city.

 19He bought the piece of land where he had pitched his tent from the hand of the sons of Hamor, Shechem's father, for one hundred pieces of money.

 20Then he erected there an altar and called it El-Elohe-Israel.

Genesis 36:1-9
 1Now these are the records of the generations of Esau (that is, Edom).

 2Esau took his wives from the daughters of Canaan: Adah the daughter of Elon the Hittite, and Oholibamah the daughter of Anah and the granddaughter of Zibeon the Hivite;

 3also Basemath, Ishmael's daughter, the sister of Nebaioth.

 4Adah bore Eliphaz to Esau, and Basemath bore Reuel,

 5and Oholibamah bore Jeush and Jalam and Korah. These are the sons of Esau who were born to him in the land of Canaan.

 6Then Esau took his wives and his sons and his daughters and all his household, and his livestock and all his cattle and all his goods which he had acquired in the land of Canaan, and went to another land away from his brother Jacob.

 7For their property had become too great for them to live together, and the land where they sojourned could not sustain them because of their livestock.

 8So Esau lived in the hill country of Seir; Esau is Edom.

 9These then are the records of the generations of Esau the father of the Edomites in the hill country of Seir.

Numbers 20:14-21 
 14From Kadesh Moses then sent messengers to the king of Edom: "Thus your brother Israel has said, 'You know all the hardship that has befallen us;

 15that our fathers went down to Egypt, and we stayed in Egypt a long time, and the Egyptians treated us and our fathers badly.

 16'But when we cried out to the LORD, He heard our voice and sent an angel and brought us out from Egypt; now behold, we are at Kadesh, a town on the edge of your territory.

 17'Please let us pass through your land. We will not pass through field or through vineyard; we will not even drink water from a well. We will go along the king's highway, not turning to the right or left, until we pass through your territory.'"

 18Edom, however, said to him, "You shall not pass through us, or I will come out with the sword against you."

 19Again, the sons of Israel said to him, "We will go up by the highway, and if I and my livestock do drink any of your water, then I will pay its price. Let me only pass through on my feet, nothing else."

 20But he said, "You shall not pass through." And Edom came out against him with a heavy force and with a strong hand.

 21Thus Edom refused to allow Israel to pass through his territory; so Israel turned away from him.

Deuteronomy 2:1-8 
 1"Then we turned and set out for the wilderness by the way to the Red Sea, as the LORD spoke to me, and circled Mount Seir for many days.

 2"And the LORD spoke to me, saying,

 3'You have circled this mountain long enough. Now turn north,

 4and command the people, saying, "You will pass through the territory of your brothers the sons of Esau who live in Seir; and they will be afraid of you. So be very careful;

 5do not provoke them, for I will not give you any of their land, even as little as a footstep because I have given Mount Seir to Esau as a possession.

 6"You shall buy food from them with money so that you may eat, and you shall also purchase water from them with money so that you may drink.

 7"For the LORD your God has blessed you in all that you have done; He has known your wanderings through this great wilderness These forty years the LORD your God has been with you; you have not lacked a thing."'

 8"So we passed beyond our brothers the sons of Esau, who live in Seir, away from the Arabah road, away from Elath and from Ezion-geber. And we turned and passed through by the way of the wilderness of Moab.

 Deuteronomy 2:12 
 12The Horites formerly lived in Seir, but the sons of Esau dispossessed them and destroyed them from before them and settled in their place, just as Israel did to the land of their possession which the LORD gave to them.) 
1 Chronicles 18:9-13 

 9Now when Tou king of Hamath heard that David had defeated all the army of Hadadezer king of Zobah,

 10he sent Hadoram his son to King David to greet him and to bless him, because he had fought against Hadadezer and had defeated him; for Hadadezer had been at war with Tou. And Hadoram brought all kinds of articles of gold and silver and bronze.

 11King David also dedicated these to the LORD with the silver and the gold which he had carried away from all the nations: from Edom, Moab, the sons of Ammon, the Philistines, and from Amalek.

 12Moreover Abishai the son of Zeruiah defeated 18,000 Edomites in the Valley of Salt.

 13Then he put garrisons in Edom, and all the Edomites became servants to David. And the LORD helped David wherever he went. 
 1 Kings 11:14-17 

 14Then the LORD raised up an adversary to Solomon, Hadad the Edomite; he was of the royal line in Edom.

 15For it came about, when David was in Edom, and Joab the commander of the army had gone up to bury the slain, and had struck down every male in Edom

 16(for Joab and all Israel stayed there six months, until he had cut off every male in Edom),

 17that Hadad fled to Egypt, he and certain Edomites of his father's servants with him, while Hadad was a young boy. 
1 Kings 22:45-47 

 45Now the rest of the acts of Jehoshaphat, and his might which he showed and how he warred, are they not written in the Book of the Chronicles of the Kings of Judah?

 46The remnant of the sodomites who remained in the days of his father Asa, he expelled from the land.

 47Now there was no king in Edom; a deputy was king.

2 Kings 8:16-22 

 16Now in the fifth year of Joram the son of Ahab king of Israel, Jehoshaphat being then the king of Judah, Jehoram the son of Jehoshaphat king of Judah became king.

 17He was thirty-two years old when he became king, and he reigned eight years in Jerusalem.

 18He walked in the way of the kings of Israel, just as the house of Ahab had done, for the daughter of Ahab became his wife; and he did evil in the sight of the LORD.

 19However, the LORD was not willing to destroy Judah, for the sake of David His servant, since He had promised him to give a lamp to him through his sons always.

 20In his days Edom revolted from under the hand of Judah, and made a king over themselves.

 21Then Joram crossed over to Zair, and all his chariots with him. And he arose by night and struck the Edomites who had surrounded him and the captains of the chariots; but his army fled to their tents.

 22So Edom revolted against Judah to this day Then Libnah revolted at the same time.

Psalm 137:7 

     7Remember, O LORD, against the sons of Edom          The day of Jerusalem,          Who said, "Raze it, raze it          To its very foundation."

Romans 9:10-13 

 10And not only this, but there was Rebekah also, when she had conceived twins by one man, our father Isaac;

 11for though the twins were not yet born and had not done anything good or bad, so that God's purpose according to His choice would stand, not because of works but because of Him who calls,

 12it was said to her, "THE OLDER WILL SERVE THE YOUNGER."

 13Just as it is written, "JACOB I LOVED, BUT ESAU I HATED."

Hebrews 12:15-17 

 15See to it that no one comes short of the grace of God; that no root of bitterness springing up causes trouble, and by it many be defiled;

 16that there be no immoral or godless person like Esau, who sold his own birthright for a single meal.

 17For you know that even afterwards, when he desired to inherit the blessing, he was rejected, for he found no place for repentance, though he sought for it with tears.

Jeremiah 1:1-3 
 1The words of Jeremiah the son of Hilkiah, of the priests who were in Anathoth in the land of Benjamin,

 2to whom the word of the LORD came in the days of Josiah the son of Amon, king of Judah, in the thirteenth year of his reign.

 3It came also in the days of Jehoiakim the son of Josiah, king of Judah, until the end of the eleventh year of Zedekiah the son of Josiah, king of Judah, until the exile of Jerusalem in the fifth month.
Ezekiel 35 

 1Moreover, the word of the LORD came to me saying,

 2"Son of man, set your face against Mount Seir, and prophesy against it

 3and say to it, 'Thus says the Lord GOD,          "Behold, I am against you, Mount Seir,          And I will stretch out My hand against you          And make you a desolation and a waste.      4"I will lay waste your cities          And you will become a desolation.          Then you will know that I am the LORD.

 5"Because you have had everlasting enmity and have delivered the sons of Israel to the power of the sword at the time of their calamity, at the time of the punishment of the end,

 6therefore as I live," declares the Lord GOD, "I will give you over to bloodshed, and bloodshed will pursue you; since you have not hated bloodshed, therefore bloodshed will pursue you.

 7"I will make Mount Seir a waste and a desolation and I will cut off from it the one who passes through and returns.

 8"I will fill its mountains with its slain; on your hills and in your valleys and in all your ravines those slain by the sword will fall.

 9"I will make you an everlasting desolation and your cities will not be inhabited. Then you will know that I am the LORD.

 10"Because you have said, 'These two nations and these two lands will be mine, and we will possess them,' although the LORD was there,

 11therefore as I live," declares the Lord GOD, "I will deal with you according to your anger and according to your envy which you showed because of your hatred against them; so I will make Myself known among them when I judge you.

 12"Then you will know that I, the LORD, have heard all your revilings which you have spoken against the mountains of Israel saying, 'They are laid desolate; they are given to us for food.'
