Genesis 10:11-12 
 11From that land he went forth into Assyria, and built Nineveh and Rehoboth-Ir and Calah,

 12and Resen between Nineveh and Calah; that is the great city.
2 Kings 19:36 
 36So Sennacherib king of Assyria departed and returned home, and lived at Nineveh.
Ezekiel 3:16-21 

 16At the end of seven days the word of the LORD came to me, saying,

 17"Son of man, I have appointed you a watchman to the house of Israel; whenever you hear a word from My mouth, warn them from Me.

 18"When I say to the wicked, 'You will surely die,' and you do not warn him or speak out to warn the wicked from his wicked way that he may live, that wicked man shall die in his iniquity, but his blood I will require at your hand.

 19"Yet if you have warned the wicked and he does not turn from his wickedness or from his wicked way, he shall die in his iniquity; but you have delivered yourself.

 20"Again, when a righteous man turns away from his righteousness and commits iniquity, and I place an obstacle before him, he will die; since you have not warned him, he shall die in his sin, and his righteous deeds which he has done shall not be remembered; but his blood I will require at your hand.

 21"However, if you have warned the righteous man that the righteous should not sin and he does not sin, he shall surely live because he took warning; and you have delivered yourself."

 17From Miletus he sent to Ephesus and called to him the elders of the church.

 18And when they had come to him, he said to them, "You yourselves know, from the first day that I set foot in Asia, how I was with you the whole time,

 19serving the Lord with all humility and with tears and with trials which came upon me through the plots of the Jews;

 20how I did not shrink from declaring to you anything that was profitable, and teaching you publicly and from house to house,

 21solemnly testifying to both Jews and Greeks of repentance toward God and faith in our Lord Jesus Christ.

 22"And now, behold, bound by the Spirit, I am on my way to Jerusalem, not knowing what will happen to me there,

 23except that the Holy Spirit solemnly testifies to me in every city, saying that bonds and afflictions await me.

 24"But I do not consider my life of any account as dear to myself, so that I may finish my course and the ministry which I received from the Lord Jesus, to testify solemnly of the gospel of the grace of God.

 25"And now, behold, I know that all of you, among whom I went about preaching the kingdom, will no longer see my face.

 26"Therefore, I testify to you this day that I am innocent of the blood of all men.

 27"For I did not shrink from declaring to you the whole purpose of God.

Genesis 6:5-7 
 5Then the LORD saw that the wickedness of man was great on the earth, and that every intent of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually.

 6The LORD was sorry that He had made man on the earth, and He was grieved in His heart.

 7The LORD said, "I will blot out man whom I have created from the face of the land, from man to animals to creeping things and to birds of the sky; for I am sorry that I have made them."

 11Then Moses entreated the LORD his God, and said, "O LORD, why does Your anger burn against Your people whom You have brought out from the land of Egypt with great power and with a mighty hand?

 12"Why should the Egyptians speak, saying, 'With evil intent He brought them out to kill them in the mountains and to destroy them from the face of the earth'? Turn from Your burning anger and change Your mind about doing harm to Your people.

 13"Remember Abraham, Isaac, and Israel, Your servants to whom You swore by Yourself, and said to them, 'I will multiply your descendants as the stars of the heavens, and all this land of which I have spoken I will give to your descendants, and they shall inherit it forever.'"

 14So the LORD changed His mind about the harm which He said He would do to His people.

 15And God sent an angel to Jerusalem to destroy it; but as he was about to destroy it, the LORD saw and was sorry over the calamity, and said to the destroying angel, "It is enough; now relax your hand." And the angel of the LORD was standing by the threshing floor of Ornan the Jebusite.

 16Then David lifted up his eyes and saw the angel of the LORD standing between earth and heaven, with his drawn sword in his hand stretched out over Jerusalem. Then David and the elders, covered with sackcloth, fell on their faces.

 17David said to God, "Is it not I who commanded to count the people? Indeed, I am the one who has sinned and done very wickedly, but these sheep, what have they done? O LORD my God, please let Your hand be against me and my father's household, but not against Your people that they should be plagued."

Shall we sin because we are not under law but under grace?
